8. Entry and applications:

Each Federation that is affiliated to the IWSF Region EAME shall have the right to select a team of skiers to represent their Federation in the Cableski EAME U 15, U 19 and Senior Championships. The skiers may participate in one, two or three disciplines, according to the minima they achieve. For details see in the Cableski Additional Rules.

Each Federation shall certify to the IWSF Region EAME Cableski Council representative, Nicky Caine, and to the organizing committee before 4th July 2009 the intention to enter form. Any Federation not meeting this requirement will not be allowed to compete until they pay a fine of 200 Euro to the EAME.
